Avant-Propos. 
Ce deuxieme fascicule de mes Etudes sur la Flore des pays 

slaves du Midi del' Europe sera consacre au genre Bosa. II m'est 
d'autant plus agreable de pouvoir entreprendre ce travail, que je 
crois etre absolument le premier qui ait, jusqu'ä ce jour, public 
un Memoire rhodologique sur ces contrćes. J ' a i l'espoir, par con­
sequent, d'etre utile aux botanistes slaves en leur offrant un en­
semble aussi complet que possible des Roses de leur pays. 

Bans doute, ce premier essai presentera forcement des lacunes, 
car les materiaux que j e possede sont peu considerables, et, en 
outre, les auteurs slaves se taisent generalement lorsqu'il s'agit de 
ce genre difficile. Toutefois, mes Etudes personnelles m'ont permis 
de juger d'une maniere assez satisfaisante des especes de ces con-
trees, pour pouvoir en dresser l'inventaire avec quelque certitude. 

Dans le but de faciliter la recherche et la determination des 
especes, j ' a i employe les tableaux dichotomiques. De plus , afin 
d'appeler l'attention sur le genre, j ' a i indiqne plusieurs especes qui, 
de fait, n 'y ont pas encore ete mentionnees, mais qui, etant abon-
damment repandues dans toute Г Europe, seront ä coup stir ren-
contrees dans ces regions.
